These dogs 
and cats have been rejected by other animal 
organizations and would have been killed in 
shelters. Here at AALOC, we value each life 
with our no-kill philosophy, and we are com-
mitted to care for each of our rescued pets for 
as long as they need to ýnd a special owner 
who can care for them.  

Medical needs are always expensive, even 
for a nonproýt.   The sadness lies in the fact 
that everyday,  AALOC is called about another 
fragile life desperate for help, but tragically, 
can only be saved if there are enough dona-
tions to pay for the care.  

Sponsorship of a dog or cat with special needs  
ensures that no ill or injured animal at AALOC 
will ever suffer or be denied the best care.   We 
have always made it clear to the veterinarians 
caring for our rescues:  do not treat them as if 
they matter less because they currently donôt 
have an owner, because to us, each one mat-
ters.  

Some have medical needs that are chronic, 
making adoption more difýcult. Sometimes, 
special foster homes step in to provide long 
term care, while AALOC supports the ongoing 
medical needs, so they can be as happy and 
comfortable as possible.    

Those who have been hurt by neglect or abuse 
are in the hands of the most knowledgeable 
and compassionate animal behaviorists who 
come to heal those who have suffered at the 
hands of humans, and guide us as we strive to 
help each one become more trusting, more se-
cure, less afraid, so that homes can be found 

that will never be-
tray or brutalize 
them again.  Not 
always an easy 
task, as dogs 
like Doug or Kyle 
make progress, 
but still need our 
support while they 
hope for a home 
of their own.  
Being ñno killò is a philosophy and a commit-
ment, and with it comes greater rewards and 
greater costs.  The bills are higher, the funds 
deplete quicker, and the work is harder; but at 
the end of the day, we have the enormous sat-
isfaction of knowing that each life has value, 
and each can count on us to be there, even in 
the hard times.

With all the emphasis on the importance of spay and neuter and all the organizations 
willing to helpðeven with veterinarians at low-cost clinicsðwe still have a problem of 
over-population and high euthanasia rates.  
The recent adoption law states that shelters and humane organizations must spay and 
neuter before placement; it is mandatory.  Unfortunately, this mandatory law has not 
made as much of a difference as rescuers hoped it would.

As stated in a previous newsletter, there is a downside to early spay and neuterðthe law of unintended consequences.ò  If a puppy 
or kitten is not old enough or does not weigh enough to be spayed or neutered before adoption, it is often euthanized.
It is important to stop unwanted litters.  It is important to reach owners who have not yet spayed or neutered their pets. You can 
make a difference! Talk with owners who have not yet spayed or neutered their pets.  Perhaps you can recommend a veterinarian 
to the owners.
